Guidelines for assisting Non Governmental Organizations (NGOs)

Fundraising for other organizations.

1. The NGO (Non-Governmental Organization) must be a DCGLT (Discovery Coast Greenways Land Trust) member.

2. Two applications will not be made to the same funding source. 

3. The NGO must be identified as a partner of the DCGLT on the application.

4. Staff and at least one active DCGLT member and / or director must review the application.

5. Each request from a NGO must be approved by the DCGLT Board. 

6. DCGLT must approve any changes to the original application prior to the changes occurring. 

7. If the application is successful, the DCGLT may require 10% hold back until end of the project. The DCGLT may release the hold back on presentation of acceptable justification by the NGO. 

8. Written financial/project updates must be provided to DCGLT on a monthly basis. 

9. A complete financial summary and report must be provided to DCGLT upon project completion.

10. Uncommitted funds must be returned to funding agency unless written instructions from funding agency states otherwise.

Note: DCGLT staff and members are requested to raise any concerns regarding support of any NGO application.
