The researcher(s) will provide the NCC one copy of all reports, publications, theses, etc., produced as a result of the research, within two years of the completion of the project.

NCC will provide all workers on a research project with a letter or means of identification to be carried by each and every worker when engaged in work related to the project.

All specimens, artifacts, materials and information collected remain the property of the NCC and are subject to the conditions specified in granting permission.
