Whereas:

B. The land is located on the east side of XX Road and is Y acres in size.  It contains significant wildlife, scenic, and ecological values that are important to the landowner, The Land Conservancy of BC, and the people of British Columbia;

C. TLC The Land Conservancy of BC is a society registered in British Columbia (Registration # S-36826) with its constitutional purpose being to protect plants, animals, natural communities, and landscape features that represent the diversity of life on earth;

D. This Memorandum of Understanding sets out the details of the agreement between __(owner’s name)__ and The Land Conservancy of BC regarding the donation of the land to The Land Conservancy of BC.

The Parties to this agreement agree as follows.

1. (owner’s name) will donate the land to TLC The Land Conservancy of BC in the year _____.

2. The Land Conservancy of BC will accept the donation of land and agree to protect the land in perpetuity according to the management wishes of the landowner.  These management wishes are as follows: maintain the land in a natural state, development of the land will be prohibited, and the land will be managed for wildlife use.

3. The following steps will be taken to complete the donation process.

a) (owner’s name) will donate the land to The Land Conservancy of BC.

b) An appraisal of the value of the land will be undertaken for the purposes of Revenue Canada’s Ecological Gift Program.  This appraisal is currently underway and the costs of such appraisal shall be covered by The Land Conservancy of BC.

c) The ecological values of the land will be certified by the Ministry of Air, Land, and Water Protection as ecologically significant.

d) The appraised value of the land will be submitted to Environment Canada for certification under the Ecological Gifts program.

e) Upon certification of the value of the land, The Land Conservancy of BC will issue a charitable receipt to (owner’s name) for the certified value of the land.
