Appraisal Assistance Fund

2002-4 Application Procedure

Purpose: 
The purpose of this program is to assist land trusts with the costs associated with receiving ecological gifts in British Columbia.

Background:
This is a pilot program covering the period between 1 April 2002 and 31 March 2004. It is funded by the Canadian Wildlife Service of Environment Canada and administered by the Land Trust Alliance of British Columbia. 

Use of Grants:
At this time, land trusts may seek grants only for appraisal related costs. This includes both real estate appraisals and timber appraisals. Land trusts can receive more than one grant if they have completed more than one ecological gift during the eligible time period.

Range:
Applicants are eligible to be reimbursed for up to 50% of appraisal costs -  up to $2,000.00 per application.

Terms:
1) All donations of property and conservation covenants must be donations under the Ecological Gifts program and must have been completed at the time of application. 

Deadline: 
The Review Committee may consider an application at any time until the pilot program concludes on 31 March, 2004. Applications may be mailed, faxed or emailed.
