TLC THE LAND CONSERVANCY OF BRITISH COLUMBIA, a society registered in British Columbia (Registration No. S-36826), with its registered office at 5793 Old West Saanich Road, Victoria, B.C. V9E 2H2
 
Whereas:

A. TLC The Land Conservancy of British Columbia and the District/Municipality are the covenantees and agree to the Intent of the Agreement(s) stated in the Conservation Covenant(s).
B. This memorandum is to set out details of the agreement between TLC The Land Conservancy and the District/Municipality of regarding the annual monitoring of the Conservation Covenant(s) that are co-held by the parties.
The Parties to this agreement agree as follows:
1. Covenatee(s) have Statutory Right of Way to enter upon and inspect the land at annual intervals on dates agreed to by the covenantor(s) and covenantee(s).  
2. TLC The Land Conservancy must monitor all Conservation Covenants on an annual basis.  TLC has a standardized protocol to monitor Conservation Covenants.  TLC staff are willing to train District or Municipality staff on the procedure to monitor covenants.  
3. The covenantee that conducts the Monitoring visit is required to provide the other covenantee with a Final Monitoring Report and updated Map.  
4. TLC The Land Conservancy and the District/Municipality of__ will divide equally all associated costs with Covenant Monitoring.  Each covenantee will contribute 50% to all associated Covenant Monitoring costs.  Refer to Table 1.
5. Upon receipt of all Monitoring information, the covenantee that did not perform the monitoring will pay 50% of all associated Monitoring costs within 30 days to the covenantee that completed the Monitoring.
6. If both covenantees perform the monitoring, no funds will be repaid to the other covenantee for mileage or staff time on-site.  Costs will be equally shared for film, field supplies, office supplies and TLC staff time for updating the report and map.
