We would also like to help you develop your skills by getting experience working on fisheries and environmental projects.

The Land Trust is presently working on:

· Developing an emergency plan for stream pollution in Nunns Cr.

· Stream mapping using GPS and GIS technology

· Building a Stewardship Atlas of streams in Sayward, Quadra Island and around Campbell River

· Building watershed models

· Planning Rivers Day activities

· Tracking water quality and changes in temperature in local streams.

· Salmon Spotting:  working with fisheries guardians to record returns to local streams  (September to December).

· Getting a “ River Kids” Program started in Sayward 

         (We need 3 leaders).

We have lots of other ideas as well, but need a strong team of volunteers to make things happen here.
