Policy Statement

Effective June 14, 1999

Objectives of the Program:

The Discovery Coast Greenways Land Trust (DCGLT) is committed to making the E-Team Program a safe and healthy experience for all E-Team participants. Our goal is to actively promote actions that will prevent accidents, injuries and illnesses from occurring during E-Team projects.

The DCGLT will use the model Accident Prevention Program standards prepared by the Ministry of Environment Lands and Parks to ensure a safe workplace and compliance with WCB regulations.

The DCGLT will take all reasonable steps to protect the health and safety of all E-Team Program personnel against project related hazards. This will be accomplished by meeting the accident prevention program standards and compliance with WCB regulations through an implemented safety program.

Roles and responsibilities of :

DCGLT: The Land Trust will formulate and implement an effective health and safety program suited to the conditions and hazards of our E-Team projects. We will meet / exceed the WCBs requirements for safety programming through the use of the Ministry’s model Accident Prevention Program Manual.

Crew Supervisor:  Is responsible for the day-to-day activities required for workplace health and safety program standards, and implementing these standards at the project site. Supervisors have the direct responsibility for ensuring that the project site hazards are controlled, all E-Team members are properly trained, and only proper work practices are used. 

E-Team Members: Are responsible to ensure that their own actions do not endanger themselves or their co-workers. This includes being aware of their responsibilities for the prevention of project related injuries and illnesses. E-Team Members are required to follow all E-Team project rules, regulations and legal requirements. Crew Members must report all situations that present a hazard to themselves or fellow workers. These hazards include physical, chemical, and biological hazards, and improper work practices.
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
