Purpose:
To remove or control invasive plant species in disturbed landscapes, allowing native plant communities to re-establish themselves to create a more productive ecosystem.

Duties:

Assignment may include all or some of the following:

- use personal or GLT provided tools to remove or control invasive plant species in a location prescribed by GLT

- replanting area where invasive species were removed from with native species 

- record progress of invasive species removal efforts and report to GLT

- record volunteer efforts (including hours worked and mileage) in volunteer activity log and submit to GLT
