Purpose:
To build new or maintain existing trails/greenways in local parks and protected areas to a level where public safety and enjoyment are not in question.

Duties:

Assignment may include all or some of the following:

- use personal or GLT provided tools to cut back or remove vegetation obstructing trail way

- repair damaged signs and/or put up new signage

- record progress of trail building/maintenance efforts and report to GLT

- record volunteer efforts (including hours worked and mileage) on volunteer activity sheets and submit to GLT
