Who are we?
Welcome to the Comox Valley Land Trust! We are a registered Canadian non-profit organization dedicated to working with private landowners to conserve, protect, and enhance the human and natural environment in the Comox Valley. Incorporated on March 9, 1999, we are primarily a volunteer organization, from the board of directors, and all through our various departments. Almost all the land on the east coast of Vancouver Island, including the Comox Valley, is owned privately. It is vital for the preservation of wildlife habitat, water, and air quality, as well as the sustainability of local economy, that this land has responsible stewardship. With the variety of projects we are involved in, we know you will find an activity of interest to you within this dynamic organization. 
What do we do?
at Comox valley land trust, we have several different methods of protecting land. We are working to protect natural areas, wildlife habitat, wetlands, farmland, working forests, greenway trails, bio-diversity corridors, and scenic and historic features. We do this in a number of ways, by:
1. Providing assistance and guidance to landowners who wish to voluntarily protect their land. 
2. Working in collaboration with other community groups and with government.

3. Educating the public in land stewardship.

4. Holding and monitoring conservation covenants.

5. Accepting gifts of ecologically sensitive lands.

6. Administering lands in trust for future generations.

7. Promoting a cooperative approach to conservation.
